	Portsmouth Aviation Limited (PA Ltd) is committed to compliance with the REACh Regulations* (EC1907/2006).  Under these regulations we are identified as a downstream user of chemicals.

This policy provides the frame work for PA Ltd to take a proactive approach to meet the ongoing requirements of REACh.

In order to fulfil this commitment we will:

· Maintain an inventory of all chemicals used on the premises.

· Identify all uses of substances of very high concern (SVHCs) within PA Ltd.  This will include new substances identified by ECHA** on a periodic basis.

· Communicate with our supply chain to identify where SVHCs are used within their manufacturing processes, or supplied to PA Ltd as materials or within parts.  To discuss alternatives that might be available, any obsolescence issues/concerns and mitigation actions to ensure that ongoing supply requirements can be met.  This could include provision of technical data and information back up the supply chain to support any applications for ongoing use and authorisations.

· Communicating with existing and potential customers on the implications of REACh on deliverable goods and how strong partnerships, communications and the sharing of relevant available information and research, on alternatives to identified SVHCs could mitigate future supply chain issues.

· Identify and notify recipients of any products containing SVHCs, in a concentration greater than 0.1% w/w, with such information, as required by REACh, to allow the safe use of the product.
· Fulfil requests for information on REACh materials and processes within 45 days.

· Contribute to public consultations on new chemical restrictions as appropriate.
This policy shall be communicated to all PA Ltd employees and shall be made available to our customers and general public via our website.
