The process at the heart of our system is a patented 

water filtration and treatment process that 

produces DWI and WHO standard water purity.

The disinfectant qualities of the purified water is 

a potent killer of bacteria, viruses and pathogens; 

destroying legionella, salmonella, cryptosporidium, 

E-coli, faecal streptococci and many other harmful 

germs. Its sterilising effect also ensures that the 

system’s filters and equipment remain clean and 

free from biofilm, meaning less maintenance and 

longer storage life for treated water.

Membrane water treatment plants are prone to 

organic fouling. This means they must be cleaned 

on a regular basis using harmful acids which are 

dangerous to the environment. The waste water has 

to be removed from the plant and disposed of using 

special methods.

Our system produces its own proprietary cleaning 

solution on demand; which is also used for primary 

disinfection. This solution is formed using natural 

products. It is highly efficient and cost effective. 

The result is an environmental acceptable stand 

alone water treatment system.
